Subject: Don’t Turn a Nation Into an Enemy—Change the Constitution That Controls It

Dear Mr. President,

Events may move quickly. Emotions may rise. Pressure may build for decisive action.
But in moments like this, clarity matters more than force.

Let me be clear:

There must be no war with the Iranian people.

And there is a far more effective path than regime change:

Constitutional change.

If you strike Iran, you will not divide the regime from its people—you will unite them.

This is not speculation. It is a historical pattern. External attack transforms internal opposition
into national defense. Those who reject the regime will still defend their country.

That is the regime’s greatest protection.

Do not activate it.

Mr. President,

The real battlefield is not geographic. It is structural.

The Islamic Republic is sustained not just by force—but by a constitution designed to:
* Prevent meaningful reform

* Enforce ideological control

* Institutionalize hostility

As long as that constitution remains untouched, pressure alone will not produce lasting change.
But if that foundation is challenged, everything shifts.

So the question is not whether to act.

The question is where to act.

Not on the country—

On the constitution.



You don’t need regime change.

You need constitutional change.

| respectfully urge three focused steps:
First, draw a clear line of legitimacy.

State plainly that the United States cannot recognize a constitutional system that denies its
people the right to freely change it and structurally embeds hostility toward others.

Second, speak over the regime—directly to the people.

Tell the Iranian people: America is not your enemy. And ask them one undeniable question:
If this constitution represents you, why can’t you change it?

Third, apply precision pressure.

Target the institutions that protect and enforce this constitutional order—not the general
population—while offering a clear alternative: a Constitutional Assembly to revise the system.

Mr. President,

This approach does not escalate conflict.

It redirects it.

It does not strengthen the regime.

It exposes it.

It does not turn Iran into an enemy.

It helps separate a nation from the system that confines it.
If you attack Iran, you strengthen the regime.
If you challenge its constitution, you weaken it.
Don’t turn a nation into an enemy—

Change the constitution that controls it.
