If you listen carefully, you will discover that what is being demanded inside Iran
today is fundamentally different from what has occupied much of the opposition
abroad for years—forming new parties, organizations, councils, fronts, assembilies,
and countless other political structures.

The genuine demands of the Iranian people, expressed through years of protests
and paid for with blood in the streets, became explicit in **June 2019** with the
**Statement of the Fourteen**, calling for **the resignation of the Supreme
Leader and a change to Iran's Constitution**.

This movement continued last year with the **Statement of the 800**, led by
Seyed Hossein Mousavi and supported by approximately 160 university
professors, calling for the establishment of a **Constituent Assembly** to draft a
new constitution. One week later, **seventeen prominent women activists**,
including Narges Mohammadi and Nasrin Sotoudeh, reiterated the same demand.
Even during the recent war, the **Statement of the 400** once again called for
the formation of a Constituent Assembly and constitutional change.

Meanwhile, every day we see countless manifestos, declarations, interviews,
speeches, and media appearances on outlets such as Voice of America, BBC
Persian, Deutsche Welle, and many others. However eloquent these
commentators may be, much of what they discuss bears little resemblance to the
clear and consistent demands being voiced by people inside Iran. This twenty-
minute video provides only a brief summary of those demands.



For this reason, we once again restate the **Two Fundamental Demands** that
**Cyrus Force** in the United States and the **Followers of Cyrus** inside Iran
have consistently advocated:

**1. The establishment of a Constituent Assembly to draft a new Constitution for

Iran.**

**2. The implementation of targeted U.S. Smart Sanctions against Iran's oligarchy
and those responsible for looting the nation's wealth and transferring the assets
of the Iranian people abroad.**

We will continue our efforts in the United States to advance these two
fundamental demands of the people inside Iran. We believe that history—and
ultimately the Iranian people themselves—will judge which path truly served the
nation's interests.

For that reason, we will not waste our time or energy responding to endless
attacks, personal insults, or political rivalries. Instead, we remain fully committed
to promoting these two fundamental demands and ensuring that the authentic
voice of the Iranian people is heard by policymakers and decision-makers
throughout the democratic world.
