Subject: A Long-Term Strategy for Iran and Lasting Peace

Mr. President,

You were absolutely right when you said, “We must think long-term.”

Winning a war, even by the finest military in the world, is not enough. Victory on the battlefield
must be followed by victory in strategy. As you have emphasized, we must plan for the future.

The real challenge is not merely confronting the current rulers of Iran, but addressing the
system that has held the Iranian people hostage for nearly half a century. That system is rooted
in the Constitution of the Islamic Republic itself. With the rapid advance of artificial intelligence
and emerging technologies, a regime built on ideological control could become even more
dangerous if left unchanged.

Embedded within that constitution are provisions that effectively institutionalize hostility
toward America, Israel, and the West. These clauses have transformed anti-Americanism and
the export of revolution into constitutional doctrine.

The solution begins with a simple but profound question—one that should be asked of every
senator, every member of Congress, and every journalist in America:

“Have you read the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Iran?”

Assign them this one-hour homework. Once they read it, they will better understand both the
nature of the regime and the necessity of a truly long-term strategy—one that seeks not merely
temporary containment, but lasting peace and genuine freedom for the Iranian people.
