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The day after Ayatollahs Regime
Dear Fellow Citizen,

Forty-six years of systematic plunder and relentless environmental destruction by
the clerical regime have brought Iran to a point where an entire “burned
generation” has been deprived of the most basic blessings—clean water,
breathable air, bread, energy, and hope for the future.

Following theft, oppression, injustice, and the complete disregard for the
constitution, Iran fell forty-six years ago into the grip of a regime whose scale of
looting, crime, and betrayal has been so vast that even the historic invasions by
Arab marauders and Mongol Turks appear pale in comparison.

Forty-six years ago, few could have imagined—upon reading George Orwell’s
Animal Farm—that the moment when “the pigs walk on two legs” would one day
so vividly embody a clerical class ruling absolutely over the people.

Likewise, few truly grasped the warning of Naser Khosrow Qobadiani thousand
years ago he wrote:

“Out of fear of the ant, | refuged to the mouth of a dragon,”

a line that history has proven not to be poetic exaggeration, but a recurring
prophecy.

Now, as the ominous life of this regime nears its end, it is our national duty to
think beyond the collapse—to prepare for the day after regime change, for an Iran
governed by the rule of law, a renewed constitution, and a parliamentary system
of governance.

Over these forty-six years, companies and institutions affiliated with the Followers
of Cyrus—independent of the ruling mafias—have repeatedly submitted
professional and development-oriented proposals across vital sectors of the
country: water, electricity, sewage systems, forests, agriculture, food security,
publishing, and national infrastructure. These proposals were formally presented
to ministers, members of parliament, presidents, and even the Supreme Leader,



aiming at rebuilding Iran beyond destructive well-digging and dam-building
projects.

Yet the mafia networks tied to the Supreme Leader’s office—whose sole objective
has been rent-seeking contracts and the extraction of national wealth—
systematically blocked the implementation of these plans.

Today, these proposals remain officially registered within ministerial archives,
preserved so that upon the establishment of a parliamentary government, Iran’s
reconstruction can begin immediately—swiftly, scientifically, and effectively—
restoring this plundered nation to the path of development, justice, and human

dignity.
