January 22, 2026 — Letter on U.S. Iran Strategy

Dear Mr. President,

| am writing as an Iranian-born American citizen to urge a decisive but peaceful shift in U.S. Iran
policy. The current debate in Washington is dominated by military options, yet almost no
attention is paid to the political structure that drives Iran’s behavior.

The core reason Iran acts as a revolutionary force rather than a normal state is written into its
own Constitution. That document mandates the “continuation of the revolution at home and
abroad” and assigns a military institution — the IRGC — to advance that mission. This is not an
opinion; it is a structural reality visible in the text itself. The U.S. State Department’s designation
of Iran as the leading state sponsor of terrorism reflects that legal and ideological posture.

However, recognizing the ideological nature of the system does not lead to one conclusion —
war. In fact, military escalation would validate the regime’s narrative and strengthen its internal
control. Iran’s greatest vulnerability is not American airpower, but lack of legitimacy at home.
The past decade has produced waves of nationwide protests, women-led movements, and
growing calls for a lawful constitutional transition through a national assembly rather than
foreign intervention.

A peace-oriented U.S. strategy could consist of three measures:

1- Publicly acknowledge the constitutional clauses that mandate exporting revolution. This
shifts the debate from tactics to structure.

2- Expand “smart sanctions” on the regime’s financial oligarchy rather than the civilian
economy, isolating the ruling elite without harming ordinary Iranians.

Support Iranian civil society and digital freedoms without selecting opposition figures or
engaging in covert action. America’s strength is moral clarity, not proxy warfare.



The United States defeated the Soviet model without invasion by exposing ideological
contradictions and empowering populations, not by occupying territory. The same approach can
succeed here.

Mr. President, do not let America be drawn into another Middle Eastern war. Use strategic
clarity instead of military force. Confront Iran’s ideology with facts, isolate the regime’s financial
networks, and let the Iranian people — not American troops — determine Iran’s future.
