While in exile in Paris, Khomeini and his advisers presented the world with the vision of a post-
monarchical Iran governed by a secular and democratic constitution. This promise attracted
broad support from liberals, nationalists, religious moderates, and ordinary citizens.

But once power was secured through the April 1979 referendum, that promise was abandoned.
In its place emerged the doctrine of Velayat-e Fagih—the absolute guardianship of the Islamic
jurist.

The insertion of Article 5 into the constitution transformed Iran from a nation seeking liberty
into a theocratic dictatorship. Every right, every freedom, every economic safeguard became
subordinate to clerical interpretation and ideological control.

Because they challenged the regime's policies, but the
regime's power is protected by its constitutional architecture.

As long as Velayat-e Fagih remains the supreme legal authority, no protest—however heroic—
can produce lasting change.

The Constitutional Awakening

Over the past two decades, Iran's political thinkers, opposition organizations, civil society
leaders, and activists have increasingly recognized this truth. Instead of merely protesting, they
have begun drafting alternative constitutions for a future democratic Iran.

This movement has been reflected in numerous declarations and manifestos, including
statements by activists, intellectuals, women leaders, and civil society groups inside Iran.

1. Constitutional Challenge

The Constitution of the Islamic Republic explicitly incorporates hostility toward the United
States, legitimizes the export of revolution, and provides a legal framework for terrorism and
regional destabilization.

No sovereign nation is obligated to accept constitutional provisions in another state that
institutionalize aggression against it.



The United States can, therefore, lawfully and morally challenge these provisions and call for
their removal. Such a stance would lend international legitimacy to Iran's constitutional reform
movement.

2. Smart Sanctions Against Regime Oligarchs

Traditional sanctions have too often harmed ordinary Iranians while enabling regime elites to
profit through corruption and sanctions evasion.

A more effective approach is to identify, freeze, and ultimately confiscate the overseas assets of
the regime's oligarchs—wealth stolen from the Iranian people and hidden abroad.

These assets, estimated to be in the hundreds of billions of dollars, should be safeguarded for
the future reconstruction of a free Iran.

A Peaceful Alternative to War
For years, Cyrus Force has advanced a simple but transformative principle:
Change the battlefield from war to constitution.

This approach aligns American strategic interests with the democratic aspirations of the Iranian
people. It avoids the devastation of military conflict while directly targeting the legal and
financial foundations of the regime.
