Subject — The Risk of an Iranian Taliban

Mr. President,

Some criticize me for repeating one theme—Iran’s Constitution—as if | must offer something
new each day. But this is not a matter of variety; it is the root of a 120-year problem, and for the
past 47 years, the direct cause of Iran’s disaster, misery, and now its devastation.

Three years ago, we wrote to U.S. Senators with a clear purpose: to redirect attention to the
constitutional foundation of the Islamic Republic. That message, summarized in eight critical
clauses, later became the core of our book, The Road Map, which was distributed before your
second term.

As Iranian Americans, we have always framed U.S. policy in the Middle East around two
principles:

First, the security of Israel—America’s strategic ally and the only democracy in the region.

Second, the balance of power, along with human rights and freedoms for the peoples of the
Middle East.

Yet these goals cannot be secured without confronting the ideological engine of the Iranian
regime—its Constitution. | respectfully ask that attention be given to these key provisions:

The Introduction: Establishes an explicitly ideological and expansionist Islamic mission.
Article 11: Institutionalizes Jihad.

Article 14: Frames relations with non-believers through religious hostility.

Article 57: Places all branches of government under absolute clerical authority.

Article 60: Subordinates elected authority to the Supreme Leader.

Article 144: Defines the military as an ideological force loyal to the Islamic Revolution.
Article 151: Calls citizens to arms in defense of that ideology.

Article 154: Endorses support for ideological struggle beyond Iran’s borders.

These are not abstract principles—they are operational directives.

For six months, we have urged a shift in focus: from the battlefield of the Persian Gulf to the
battlefield of Iran’s Constitution. You demonstrated decisive leadership by stopping the first
Iran—Israel war in 12 days. That same strategic clarity is needed now.



If the current military path continues—eliminating Iran’s armed forces and assets—the
unintended consequence may be far more dangerous:

Iran could become another Afghanistan.

In that scenario, the regime would not collapse—it would harden. A Taliban-like structure would
emerge in Iran. Like many Afghans under Taliban rule, the majority of Iranians—who today hold
positive sentiments toward the United States and Israel—would be silenced. Their voices would
disappear, and a radical minority would dominate.

But unlike the Afghan Taliban, an Iranian Taliban would inherit a state with technological
capability, regional networks, and the means to project harm far beyond its borders.

This is the strategic risk.

The solution is not only military pressure, but constitutional exposure—making clear to the
world, and to the Iranian people, the true nature of the system that governs them.
