**Subject: The Greatest Gift to the Ayatollahs Is War**
**May 9, 2026**
Mr. President,

For nearly two years, Cyrus Force has been writing to U.S. Senators through a standard letter
signed by General Paul Vallely and three others, presenting eight clauses of Iran’s Constitution
that institutionalize hostility toward the United States and legitimize terrorism under the banner
of ideology.

We later published two books — *The Road Map* and *Iran & West* — expanding on the same
subject and distributing them among individuals who may influence American policy toward
Iran.

Because of our close friendship with informed Israelis, when we heard rumors of a possible
military attack on Iran, on June 12, 2025, we issued a public warning to Israel regarding the
dangerous consequences of such an action. Thankfully, President Trump, through decisive
leadership and restraint, prevented a wider conflict and brought an end to the twelve-day war.

Today, we repeat exactly what we have been saying and writing for the past twenty years — and
what we will continue to say in the years ahead. Below is part of our June 12, 2025 statement:

**June 12, 2025**
The Ayatollahs quietly pray for a military strike by the United States or Israel.

Why? Because just as Saddam Hussein’s invasion of Iran unintentionally helped the regime
consolidate power 45 years ago, a foreign military attack today would once again allow the
regime to suppress all domestic opposition under the banner of “national defense.”

If such an attack occurs, the regime will use it as justification to eliminate many members of the
“Payrovan-e Kourosh” — the Cyrus Force inside Iran — who are peacefully working for
democratic change. And if that happens, the Ayatollahs may tighten their grip on power for
decades.

We may never witness a free Iran in our lifetime.

At the same time, we must acknowledge the peace-oriented policy of President Donald Trump,
who — despite enormous pressure — avoided dragging America into another disastrous war in
the Middle East. Unlike many politicians trapped in the influence of pro-war interests, he
understood the devastating consequences that military confrontation with Iran would bring to
the American, Israeli, and Iranian peoples alike.



In contrast, Benjamin Netanyahu has once again demonstrated his loyalty to the military-
industrial complex — a system that profits from perpetual conflict and instability. For
Netanyahu, neither the safety of Israeli citizens nor the long-term future of the region’s nations
appears to matter as much as political survival. In pursuing confrontation, he risks silencing the
millions of Iranians who have historically shown friendship and respect toward the people of
Israel.

The true enemy of the Ayatollahs is the awakened Iranian people — not America, and not Israel.

A military attack would be the greatest gift to a regime that survives through hatred, crisis, and

war.
