Eight centuries ago, the great Persian poet Saadi wrote:

“A man may hope for kindness from others — but from you, | expect no good; just do no harm.”
For decades, the people of Iran placed their hope in fellow Iranians living abroad, believing they
might one day offer genuine support and solidarity.

But following the recent twelve-day assault on Iran by Netanyahu’s regime — an attack carried
out not behind the scenes, but with the symbolic leadership of certain well-known expatriate
figures, accompanied by carefully staged media campaigns — there is no longer room for doubt.

Those who long portrayed themselves as “symbols of unity” — backed by global media and
polished slogans — stood silent as bombs fell on our nation. Some even played along, helping
divert the national movement at its most critical hour.

Twelve days of relentless bombing finally exposed the truth behind the image.

Meanwhile, many so-called opposition groups abroad have spent years repeating empty slogans
under the portraits of long-gone leaders. Perhaps now is the time to open the Islamic Republic’s
Constitution and realize: the true source of tyranny lies not merely in the faces of its rulers, but
in the foundation of the regime itself.
