By supporting the Iranian people's demand for constitutional change, you would also honor the
sacrifice of the thousands of Iranians who, over the past 47 years, have given their lives for
freedom, democracy, and peaceful relations with America. Their blood must not be shed in vain.

Moreover, thousands more Iranians—many now imprisoned for peacefully advocating
constitutional reform—have already put their names and their lives behind this cause. If given
hope and international recognition, they can ignite a nationwide movement from within Iran.
America would not need to intervene militarily; the Iranian people themselves would lead the
transformation.

Through a Constituent Assembly (Majles-e Mo'assesan), Iran can peacefully replace the current
constitution with one founded on liberty, human rights, and friendship with the United States.

The result would be historic: America would gain not merely another ally in the Middle East, but
a stable, grateful, and strategic partner—one whose friendship could prove even more valuable
than any alliance built solely on temporary interests.
