Subject: The Day After: A Constitutional Question
March 27, 2026
Mr. President,

When the constitution of a country becomes ideological —whether it is Communism, Islam, or
Judaism—one can never change the structural belief of that country from within.

Today, as plans increasingly point toward the destruction of Iran’s infrastructure, it appears that
the direction is to weaken the state to the point where it resembles what can only be described
as an “Iranian Taliban.”

At that point, one must ask the most important question:
What about the day after?

A nation’s infrastructure can be destroyed, but its ideological foundation remains intact. In the
case of Iran, that foundation is not merely political —it is constitutional. The Constitution of the
Islamic Republic embeds ideology into the structure of governance itself, making reform from
within structurally impossible and ensuring the reproduction of the same system regardless of
external pressure.

An “Iranian Taliban” will not resemble Afghanistan’s Taliban (cWUs). Iran is a historically
centralized nation with decades of institutionalized ideology rooted in its constitution, its
education system, and its governing bodies. What emerges from destruction may therefore be
more organized, more deeply rooted, and more enduring than what we have witnessed
elsewhere.

The sole focus must remain on U.S. policy.

If the objective is lasting stability, then policy cannot be limited to military outcomes or physical
destruction. It must address the source of the problem: the constitutional foundation that
defines and perpetuates the ideology of the state.

Without addressing that foundation, the “day after” will not bring resolution—it will produce a
more resilient and dangerous continuation of the same conflict under a different form.
