**Subject: The Constitution and the Perplexity of Iran**

Mr. President,

| work from home, and my televisions are constantly tuned to FOX News and CNN. | listen to
these so-called political scholars and commentators discussing Iran, war, and the Middle East,
and | often feel saddened by how little they truly understand about the history, religion, culture,
and psychology of the Iranian people.

In one of my previous daily letters, | asked a simple question to reporters, senators, and political
analysts:

“Have you ever read the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Iran?”
Today | wish to add another question:

Why are the closest allies of a supposedly fanatical Islamic regime non-Islamic governments
such as North Korea, Cuba, and Maduro’s Venezuela, while at the same time it supports anti-
Iranian and anti-Shia militant organizations such as Hamas and the Houthis?

| am certain that, just like the first question, very few can answer this one either.
The answer to both questions lies inside the Constitution of the Islamic Republic itself.

On the cover of one of my books, *Perplexity of Iran*, there is an image of a giant jigsaw puzzle
in which the crises of many countries are connected to Iran. The conclusion of that book, once
again, points directly to the Iranian Constitution as the root of the problem.

The day the United States government — whether in the Senate, the Administration, or the
media — begins a serious public narrative about Iran’s Constitution, the entire discussion about
Iran will change. Analysts will finally be forced to confront the complicated ideological
foundations of the regime instead of merely reacting to its daily behavior.

Inside Iran, scholars, intellectuals, and activists have been challenging this Constitution for many
years.

The 2019 Manifesto of 14 political activists, the 2025 Manifesto of nearly 800 individuals
including more than 160 university professors, and one week later the statement of 17
courageous Iranian women including Nasrin Sotoudeh and Narges Mohammadi, as well as more
recent declarations in 2026, have all demanded the formation of a Constitutional Assembly and
the replacement of the current Constitution.



Unfortunately, these constitutional reform movements inside Iran have been overshadowed
abroad by competing lobbying groups centered around the Pahlavi and Rajavi narratives.

The Constitutional Assembly movement inside Iran remains the only realistic and peaceful
solution to the Perplexity of Iran.

That movement is like fire beneath ashes. It already exists inside Iran. It only needs oxygen.

If the United States begins openly discussing the ideological and constitutional foundations of
the Islamic Republic, that fire will eventually rise and transform Iran from within — without
another endless war in the Middle East.
