Subject: Two Fundamental Demands of the Iranian People in the Age of Al
April 24, 2026

Mr. President,

The Iranian people have two fundamental demands:

1- The formation of a Constitutional Assembly and the peaceful transformation of the
current constitution.

2- The recovery of stolen Iranian assets through sustained and targeted U.S. sanctions over
the coming decade.

These two forces—political reform and financial accountability—are now intersecting with a
third, decisive factor: the rapid rise of artificial intelligence.

Artificial intelligence is no longer a distant concept. It is commercially available, and the ruling
elite in Iran—the Ayatollahs and their inner circle—have both the resources and the intent to
acquire and weaponize it. As a result, the current nuclear-focused narrative, which dominates
policy discussions today, risks becoming strategically obsolete.

In my previous letter, | mentioned a widely circulated anecdote among the regime’s clerical
circles. It is presented humorously, but serves as psychological propaganda: that even Satan,
after exploring the world for six days, goes to Qom on the seventh day to learn strategy from
the Ayatollahs. This narrative reflects how the regime views itself—adaptive, cunning, and
always preparing for the next phase.

We have already seen this pattern. When their conventional naval and air capabilities were
weakened, they pivoted to asymmetric warfare—speedboats, drones, and proxy forces. They
adapted and survived.

Now, they are preparing for the next transformation: Al-driven power.

Even four years ago, during a televised cabinet meeting, officials openly discussed a future in
which artificial intelligence could replace key ministries, including finance. This is not theoretical
for them—it is a direction.

At the same time, the regime controls vast wealth—approaching one trillion dollars in assets
held outside Iran. Left unchecked, these resources can and will be used to finance their next-
generation capabilities.

Mr. President,

The United States has a strategic opportunity that does not require war.



By elevating the issue of Iran’s constitution—beginning even with hearings or discussions in the
U.S. Senate—you can trigger and empower the existing internal demand within Iran for a
Constitutional Assembly. This is a movement rooted inside the country, waiting for recognition
and momentum.

This approach aligns directly with American interests: it targets the regime’s foundation rather
than its symptoms.

If Iran’s constitution changes, the outcome will not merely be reform—it will be transformation.

A free and constitutional Iran would become a natural and powerful ally of the United States—
potentially stronger and more stable than current regional alliances. Such an Iran would reshape
the future of the Middle East in alignment with American strategic and technological leadership.
