Subject: Fragmentation of Nation, Will Not Bring Stability

Dear President Trump,

During Passover—when the Jewish people commemorate liberation from captivity in Egypt—we
are reminded not only of the value of freedom, but also of the responsibility to avoid policies
that create new forms of instability and prolonged conflict. In that spirit, we must also free our
strategic thinking from the assumption that the fragmentation of Iran, along ethnic or regional
lines, would enhance the long-term security of the State of Israel. History has repeatedly shown
that the disintegration of established nations in the Middle East does not produce order, but
rather opens the door to uncontrollable fragmentation, extremism, and enduring regional
instability.

Lasting stability in the Middle East cannot be achieved through the weakening or fragmentation
of its nations.

Iran is a complex society composed of many ethnic and cultural components that, despite
challenges, have remained part of a continuous national structure for centuries. Any attempt—
intentional or unintended—to trigger fragmentation along these lines would not produce
stability, but a chain reaction of instability across the region.

Such dynamics would not remain limited to Iran. They would extend into neighboring countries,
creating new fault lines and long-term security challenges that no external power can easily
contain.

The use of internal divisions as geopolitical leverage may offer short-term tactical advantages,
but it carries long-term strategic costs.

Mr. President,

The security of all nations in the region—including U.S. allies—depends not on the
disintegration of states, but on the preservation of stability and the emergence of accountable
governance.

The Iranian people seek change, but not at the cost of endless internal conflict or national
disintegration.

A constitutional and structured transition offers a path that maintains territorial integrity while
enabling meaningful reform. This approach reduces the risk of prolonged instability and
supports a more sustainable regional order.



Strategic success in this moment will come not from accelerating fractures, but from preventing
them.
