New Strategy for Cyrus Force — February 2026
Addressed to Iranian Americans

Over the past two years, we have invested significant time refining our Road Map and carefully
agreeing on the wording of our letters to U.S. Senators. That process led us to an unavoidable
conclusion: members of Congress are unwilling to publicly address the Constitution of the
Islamic Republic of Iran—specifically, the eight clauses that mandate permanent hostility toward
the United States and its allies.

In response to this reality, we made a strategic decision to bypass Congress and write directly to
the President. On January 30, President Trump’s staff formally acknowledged receipt of our two
fundamental demands:

That American leaders read the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Iran.

That smart sanctions be used as leverage to compel the regime toward forming a constitutional
assembly—an outcome the Iranian people themselves are demanding.

With this step completed, the critical question now is: what comes next?

Our objective in the coming months must be twofold:

to help prevent a catastrophic war while simultaneously advancing the Cyrus Force agenda.
The answer is a strategic shift toward the media.

Over the past several years, clear signals have emerged from inside Iran. These include the 2019
statement signed by 14 activists; the 2025 declarations by Mir-Hossein Mousavi, more than 800
political figures, and 160 university professors; and the joint statement by 17 courageous
women, including Narges Mohammadi and Nasrin Sotoudeh. All of these voices, representing
Iran’s intellectual and moral elite, converge on one demand: the formation of a constitutional
assembly.

Most recently, more than 400 additional figures again issued a statement alongside Mr.
Mousavi, reiterating this same demand.

These developments compelled us to send what may be our final formal letter to the President.

As stated in our January 31 letter, our next phase must focus on investigative journalists,
podcasters, and serious program anchors—individuals willing to ask direct, principled questions
of elected officials.

The core question is simple and unavoidable:

Have you read the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Iran?



If the answer is yes, the next question naturally follows:

Have you recognized that this constitution effectively declares permanent hostility toward the
United States?

If sanctions are cited as the policy response, then the final question becomes unavoidable:
Why have smart sanctions not been used to force the regime toward constitutional change?
Conclusion

Our task now is clear: to identify the right media figures and ensure they are properly informed,
so these questions are asked publicly, persistently, and on the record.
