Subject: Those Who Advise War Are Not Friends of America—or Your Presidency
March 31, 2026
Dear Mr. President,

There are those who, for their own interests, encourage war. They present themselves as your
supporters, but their loyalty is temporary. Once their objectives are achieved, they will distance
themselves from the consequences—and from you.

History will not judge them. It will judge you.

When they remind you of the Embassy hostage crisis, the “Death to America” chants, the Beirut
barracks bombing, and decades of attacks against American interests, your response should be
grounded in a deeper truth:

These actions did not emerge randomly. They are rooted in the Constitution of the Islamic
Republic of Iran—written before those events took place.

Key provisions include:

The Introduction — Establishes ideological expansion and confrontation with non-Islamic
systems.

Article 11 — Calls for unity of the Islamic world under religious doctrine.
Article 14 — Frames relations with non-Muslims through religious obligation.

Article 57 — Places all branches of government under the absolute authority of the Supreme
Leader.

Article 60 — Limits elected authority, reinforcing clerical control over the state.

Article 144 — Defines the military as an ideological force committed to the Islamic Revolution.
Article 151 — Encourages militarization of the population in defense of ideology.

Article 154 — Supports struggles beyond Iran’s borders in the name of religious duty.

These are not isolated clauses. Together, they institutionalize hostility and make long-term
peace structurally impossible under the current framework.

Mr. President,
You have an opportunity that no previous leader has taken:

To replace endless conflict with a structural solution.



You can address the nation and declare:
“My fellow Americans,

Tonight, | am ordering an immediate halt to military action against Iran, and | call upon our allies
to do the same.

At the same time, | call on the Iranian leadership to take a historic step: the immediate
formation of a Constitutional Assembly to amend the provisions that institutionalize hostility
and conflict.

A permanent ceasefire will depend on this reform.

Should the Iranian regime refuse, we will pursue targeted economic measures, including the
identification and freezing of assets held abroad by individuals who have benefited from
corruption and repression.

The option of military force will remain, but it will not be our first path—because America leads
not only with strength, but with vision.”

Mr. President,

This approach shifts the conflict from military confrontation to constitutional accountability. It
places responsibility where it belongs—on the structure that produces hostility, not just its
symptoms.

History rarely offers a second chance to redefine a conflict at its root.
This is one of those moments.
