**Subject: A Five-Minute Speech That Could Change Iran—and the Middle East**
April 28, 2026

Mr. President,

A five-minute speech can change history.

Nearly three years ago, we at Cyrus Force sent a letter to United States Senators built upon two
fundamental principles.

First, Israel's security must remain the foremost policy objective of any American administration
in the Middle East, regardless of who occupies the White House or controls Congress. Israel is,
in President Reagan's words, "the strategic asset of the United States," and it remains the only
democracy in the Middle East.

Second, the United States must uphold the balance of power, human rights, and the freedoms
of the peoples of the Middle East. In that letter, we highlighted eight provisions of the
Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Iran in which hostility toward America, its allies, and the
principles of peace and liberty are explicitly embedded.

One year later, with that letter as its foundation, we published *The Road Map* in both English
and Persian. In it, we explained that a powerful movement already exists inside Iran for the
formation of a Constitutional Assembly and the peaceful replacement of the current
constitution. What this movement needs is a catalyst. That catalyst could be the introduction of
the narrative of Iran's constitution in the United States Senate.

Copies of *The Road Map* were presented to Senator Marco Rubio, Senator Tom Cotton, Mr.
Mike Waltz, and many other distinguished leaders at a campaign gathering for Senator Tim
Scott.

A year later, we published a second book, *Iran & the West*, which exposed another critical
layer of the regime's manipulation: the profound contradiction between the regime's
constitution and the universal principles of justice, freedom, and even the spirit of the Quran
itself.

We firmly believe that if the narrative of Iran's anti-American constitution is introduced —
whether in the United States Senate or through the American media—it will ignite and
strengthen the already-growing movement inside Iran for a Constitutional Assembly and
constitutional change.

At that point, the United States should support the Iranian people through targeted Smart
Sanctions against the regime's oligarchs—individuals who have stolen nearly one trillion dollars
from the Iranian people and invested much of it in the West. These assets serve not only as



instruments of corruption, but also as potential networks of influence and support for the
regime's malign activities.

This constitutional movement is deeply rooted in Iran's modern history. It began with the
resistance in Kurdistan in the summer of 1979, which was brutally suppressed by Ayatollah
Khalkhali. It continued through the Green Movement, the nationwide protests of 2019, the
Woman, Life, Freedom movement of 2022, and the successive declarations and manifestos
issued by Iranian intellectuals, political leaders, women's rights advocates, and university
professors in 2025 and 2026.

Most recently, hundreds of distinguished Iranians once again called for constitutional change
just before the latest conflict.

Mr. President, these movements are not reckless calls for people to flood the streets and face
slaughter. They are intellectual, moral, and political movements led by courageous Iranian elites
from within Iran itself. Their purpose is to compel the regime to confront the will of the nation.

To advance this movement, many inside Iran have asked the United States to impose Smart
Sanctions on the regime's oligarchic elite. Such measures would reinforce the Iranian people's
peaceful struggle while directly targeting those who have enriched themselves through
corruption, repression, and support for terrorism.

A five-minute speech from the President of the United States—one that identifies the true
source of Iran's aggression as its constitution—could become the trigger that accelerates
peaceful constitutional change in Iran.
