The Opposition to the Islamic Republic of Iran — A Symphony Orchestra
in Which Everyone Plays Their Own Tune

Imagine a vast symphony orchestra with hundreds of musicians and
vocalists — each among the most skilled in their craft, each with the
musical score before them. They have mastered this piece after decades
of practice. Yet, on the stage stand two individuals who are neither
musicians nor vocalists. They simply wave their hands in the air,
pretending to conduct, and prevent the orchestra from playing the
music they already know so well.

The audience hears only scattered notes from a few soloists, and these
two self-appointed “conductors” refuse to step aside and let the
orchestra — after more than forty years of preparation — perform.

Does this image not remind you of Reza Pahlavi and Maryam Rajavi?

As one long-time supporter of Reza Pahlavi — a devoted admirer from
the time of his symbolic coronation until recent years — put it:

“Reza Pahlavi is like a jumbo jet parked in the middle of the runway:
he won’t let anyone take off, and he won’t let anyone land.”

Even after the disgrace of the twelve-day war between the United
States and Israel — a war planned years in advance — these two



politically naive figures became instruments of their own discredit and,
unintentionally, strengthened the clerical regime, at least until Saudi
Arabia formally recognizes Israel.

As we have repeatedly written and said, no government in the world
seeks regime change in Iran — especially not the United States or Israel
— because a weakened, plundered, crisis-producing Iran generates
strategic and economic benefits for them.

However, once Saudi Arabia recognizes Israel, the political equations of
the Middle East will shift, and the countdown to regime change in Iran
will begin.

Regime change in Iran will occur only through the internal power of the
Iranian people, without the involvement of foreign governments or
exiled opposition groups.

This internal force began forty-six years ago, in the summer of 1979,
with protests in Kurdistan against the new constitution and the
massacres ordered by Khalkhali. The movement continued with the
killing of Ayatollah Taleghani — a firm opponent of the doctrine of
Velayat-e Fagih — whose memory the regime deliberately erased.

From that first year until today — from the 800-signatory statement led
by Mousavi, to the recent statement by 17 women including Narges
Mohammadi and Nasrin Sotoudeh — Iran has witnessed the Green



Movement, the 14-activist statement for constitutional change in 2019,
and the “Woman, Life, Freedom” uprising.

Among the many exiled opposition groups, each holding up a portrait
and dancing around it, only Cyrus Force in the United States and the
Followers of Cyrus inside Iran have, for the past twenty years,
consistently echoed the call for constitutional change —a demand that
today has become the loudest voice within Iran.

Inside Iran, people — ignoring the sabotage, deviation, treachery, and
espionage of various self-appointed leaders who are now completely
discredited — have, in their most recent statements this summer,
explicitly demanded a Constituent Assembly and a new constitution.

In the United States, Cyrus Force, through the publication of the “Road
Map” two years ago — in cooperation with retired American officers
who have openly challenged the Military-Industrial Complex — has
focused on clarifying two demands to American policymakers.

These two demands, simple enough for anyone to understand, are
supported both in the U.S. and by the Followers of Cyrus in Iran. They
reflect two historic objectives alighed with the will of the Iranian
majority:

1. To echo Iranian people call for a Constituent Assembly and a new
constitution and amplify that in the United States



2. To urge the U.S. government to impose targeted sanctions on the
thieves and plunderers of Iran’s national wealth — regime officials who
live comfortably in Western countries

These demands have been consistently advanced for years through the
publication of Persian and English booklets, official correspondence,
and institutional advocacy in the United States.

Cyrus Force America is not seeking to recruit followers or solicit support
from old friends for distributing its statements. These materials are
published merely for information. Any political party, group, congress,
assembly, front, or council can adopt these same two demands under
their own name when addressing their own governments.
