Constitution and its long-term implications, especially in the age of Artificial Intelligence.

As negotiations with Iran continue, there is a fundamental reality that must be clearly
understood. Iran's Constitution does not merely reflect the structure of its government; it
institutionalizes hostility toward the United States and its allies. It embeds the export of
revolution, support for proxy warfare, and confrontation with American interests around the
world as constitutional principles.

When this constitution was written 47 years ago, its authors envisioned a future in which the
"Mostakberin"—the so-called arrogant powers, led by America—would ultimately be defeated,
paving the way for a universal Islamic government.

Even if Iranian negotiators were to accept every current American demand regarding nuclear
weapons, missiles, drones, and other military capabilities, a deeper question would remain: Can
lasting peace be achieved while the constitutional foundation of the regime continues to
mandate expansionism, ideological warfare, and anti-American hostility?

Consider the Houthis in Yemen. Iran does not simply supply them with weapons. More
importantly, it has transferred technology, training, doctrine, and strategic purpose. These proxy
relationships are not temporary alliances; they are extensions of a constitutional mission.

This leads to another essential question: How have these global networks of terrorism and
destabilization been financed for so many decades?

The answer lies in the sophisticated financial networks built under the protection and authority
of the doctrine of Velayat-e Faqih. Over time, billions of dollars have moved across borders,
funding proxies, influence operations, and ideological expansion.

Many individuals tied to these networks now live comfortably in Western countries, enjoying
the freedoms and protections of democratic societies. Some have adopted Western lifestyles



and citizenship. Yet their financial, ideological, and operational ties often remain intact. In a
future shaped by Artificial Intelligence, such networks could become even more dangerous—
capable of causing harm far beyond what conventional missiles or even nuclear weapons alone
can achieve.

Mr. President,

If the day after a successful negotiation is important, then the decade after is even more
important. Your Iran policy should not focus solely on today's nuclear challenge. It must also
address the long-term threat posed by Iran's constitutional ideology and its potential
integration with advanced Artificial Intelligence.

That is where your historic legacy can truly be secured: not merely by preventing a nuclear crisis
today, but by shaping a safer and more stable world for the decades ahead.

God bless you, Mr. President, and may God continue to guide and protect you as you work to
Make America Great Again.
