Subject: Before Trusting Negotiators, Read Their Constitution

Mr. President,

Before any further trust is placed in the Iranian negotiators, there is one document that must be
fully understood: their Constitution.

This is not just a legal framework—it is the operating manual of a regime that survives on three
pillars: crisis, misery, and poverty. These are not accidental conditions; they are structural tools
of control.

The people of Iran live in misery and poverty, not because of lack of resources, but because the
system is designed to keep them there. Their suffering is not a failure of governance—it is a
feature of it.

Crisis, on the other hand, serves two strategic purposes. It feeds the regime’s survival instinct
internally, while externally it sustains the very tensions that justify military expansion and
engagement. These crises have long benefited the global Military-Industrial Complex and, at the
same time, have pushed regional actors closer toward security alignments, including with Israel.

Mr. President, you have always shown a unique ability to see beyond the surface. The
negotiators you face are not independent actors—they are bound by a constitution that
prevents genuine compromise.

If there is to be a real and lasting solution, it will not come from negotiating with those
constrained by such a system, but from addressing the root: the legitimacy of that system itself.

Read their Constitution before you trust their negotiators.
