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Change Iran’s Constitution, Change Iran’s Future

Iran’s future will not change through words and slogans.

Iran’s future will be shaped by clear ideas and practical action.
Today is the time to act — not just to speak.

Today, the future of Iran will not be determined only on battlefields or through diplomatic
negotiations. It will also be shaped in the arena of ideas, initiative, and responsible action by
Iranians themselves. History has repeatedly shown that nations which, in critical moments, limit
themselves to complaints and words lose their opportunities. But nations that use the
opportunities available to them—even when they seem small—can influence the course of their
future.

However, for Iranians living in the United States, the situation is different and carries a greater
responsibility. Within the American political system, citizens and residents have an opportunity
that does not exist in many parts of the world: the ability to communicate their views and
proposals directly to the highest levels of decision-making.

One of the simplest and most effective ways to do this is by writing directly to the President of
the United States through the White House website.

A single letter alone may not create change, but a significant number of letters presenting clear,
practical, and realistic proposals can draw the attention of White House advisors and potentially
bring these ideas into policy discussions at the decision-making level.

Experience in democratic systems shows that even seemingly small civic actions can sometimes
become the starting point for important discussions and policy decisions.

At the same time, years of experience have shown that repeated criticism of a regime that even
elementary school children know about, and words that are repeated year after year like
traditional religious mourning rituals, produce no real results. Endless debates on social media
and strong opinions without practical solutions neither change policies nor shape the future.

The simple but important reality is that the future of Iran will not change through slogans or
fruitless arguments. The future of Iran can only change when responsible and informed Iranians
use the real opportunities and tools available to them.



For this reason, Iranian Americans who care about the future of their country are encouraged to
use this opportunity and communicate their practical ideas and proposals to the President of
the United States through the White House website.
