Subject: A Strategic Question on Iran
April 25, 2026
Mr. President,

In your recent exchange with reporters, when you dismissed a question as “stupid” and
referenced the Vietnam War, you reminded me of an important truth about leadership: critics
are often quick to question, but rarely prepared to offer a better answer.

| remember, as a student in England during the Vietnam War, following the intense criticism
directed at President Lyndon Johnson. On one occasion, when confronted by a reporter,
President Johnson responded in essence: “This is what | am doing. If you were President, what
would you do?” It was a fair question then, and it remains a fair question today.

Many of your critics—whether in the media or in politics—are eager to condemn, yet few can
articulate a realistic alternative. Even among your strongest supporters, the discussion often
remains limited to one point: that a nuclear Iran poses a greater danger than any temporary
disruption in the Strait of Hormuz. While true, that is only part of the larger strategic picture.

| believe that larger picture ultimately leads to one unavoidable conclusion: the constitutional
nature of the Iranian regime lies at the heart of the problem. Nuclear ambitions, regional
aggression, and hostility toward America are not isolated policies; they are rooted in the very
structure of the Islamic Republic.

With humility, | offer a suggestion for the Master of Dealmaking. When asked about Iran, you
might respond with a simple but profound question: “Have you read Iran’s Constitution? If
you have, then you understand why | am acting. If you have not, read it first—then come back
and ask your question.”

The same challenge could be extended to senators, policy experts, and commentators. Let
them study the constitutional foundation of the regime before prescribing solutions. Without
understanding the source of the problem, no solution can be lasting.

As for the Democrats, you need say nothing. Once the constitutional issue enters the national
conversation, many will inevitably adopt it as their own. For more than twenty years, | have
written on this subject, sent my books to members of Congress—including Senator Dick
Durbin—and argued that Iran’s constitution is the key to understanding both the regime and
the path to a peaceful future.

Mr. President, | see your approach as that of a skilled surgeon. Surgery is painful in the
moment, and patients often do not immediately appreciate its necessity. But successful
surgery removes the source of the illness rather than merely treating the symptomes.



Your leadership has repeatedly shown an ability to recognize the future before others do.
When previous administrations overlooked innovators, you embraced the pioneers of
artificial intelligence and advanced technology, understanding that America’s leadership in Al
will define the coming era.

The future of the Middle East will be shaped not only by military power or natural resources,
but by artificial intelligence, technological innovation, and strategic alliances. A free and
constitutional Iran could become America’s greatest strategic partner in that transformation.
In that future, Iran would not merely be a problem to contain, but a cornerstone of regional
stability and a foundation for American leadership in the Al age.
