Subject: A Strategic Opportunity in Iran — Completing the Mission Through Constitutional
Change

Mr. President,

After nearly two centuries of struggle, you have a unique opportunity to initiate what no leader
before you could: the beginning of constitutional change in Iran.

Your current policy toward Iran has focused on its nuclear ambitions. However, if your exit
strategy incorporates the issue of Iran’s Constitution, the outcome would be far more
beneficial—not only for the American people, but also for the Iranian nation—than any
agreement limited to nuclear restrictions.

A fundamental truth must be recognized: if Iran were governed by a normal constitution
reflecting the will of its people, the nuclear issue would become irrelevant. A free Iran would
naturally align itself more closely with the United States than many of America’s current allies.

What is required now is a simple but decisive step. Direct your senior officials to examine the
Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Iran and identify the specific provisions—at least eight—
that explicitly promote hostility toward the United States and mandate support for actions
against America and its allies. Ask them a direct question:

“How can the United States negotiate a lasting agreement with a system whose constitution
institutionalizes conflict with us?”

Anyone who seriously studies this document will reach an unavoidable conclusion: meaningful
and lasting agreements with such a system are structurally impossible—not only on nuclear
issues, but on any matter of security.

If you bring this constitutional reality into the public discourse in the United States, it will
become a powerful strategic tool. Highlighting these provisions would expose the root of the
conflict and shift the narrative from temporary negotiations to a permanent solution.

More importantly, it would resonate deeply inside Iran.

For decades, Iranians have protested their constitution—not only because it lacks freedom and
human rights, but because it establishes absolute clerical rule under the doctrine of Velayat-e
Fagih. While their demands may differ in language from American concerns, both point toward
the same outcome: a free Iran, governed by law, not ideology.



If your leadership brings international attention to these constitutional contradictions, it could
ignite a long-suppressed national movement in Iran for a Constitutional Assembly. That
movement already exists beneath the surface—it requires only a catalyst.

Mr. President,

The Iranian people’s struggle for a just constitution dates back nearly 200 years, beginning in
the early 19th century after devastating territorial losses to imperial powers. This struggle led to
two major revolutions—in 1906 and 1979—both of which were ultimately diverted, resulting in
different forms of authoritarian rule.

Today, history presents another chance.

Whether during conflict, at a ceasefire, or in its aftermath, raising the issue of constitutional
reform could transform the entire trajectory of U.S.—Iran relations. It would also secure your
place in the hearts of millions of Iranians as the leader who helped open the path to a new, free
constitution.
