**Subject: The End of a Message and the Beginning of a Truth**
May 11, 2026
Mr. President,

For decades, Iranians have witnessed that the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Iran was
founded on deception and imposed upon the Iranian people in 1979 through the failures of the
corrupt and naive dictatorship of the Pahlavi dynasty. In that historic moment, a cunning and
manipulative Ayatollah seized the opportunity to deceive not only the people of Iran, but even
the President of the United States.

Iran’s Constitution rests upon three pillars: poverty, misery, and crisis. Poverty and misery for
the Iranian people — and, contrary to the understanding of many Western analysts, the poorer
and more desperate the people become, the more stable the regime becomes. The
continuation of crises benefits the Military-Industrial Complex, oil companies, banks, and
insurance corporations around the world.

The complexity of Iran will never be understood until American policymakers read and truly
understand Iran’s Constitution and the mindset of the Ayatollahs who shaped it.

For many years, | have tried, by every means available to me, to deliver this simple message.
Now, | consider my mission complete, and this will be the last daily letter that | post on the
White House website.

However, as my final words regarding Iran’s Constitution:

Iran’s Constitution is a wall — indestructible by bombs — built by Khomeini around the Iranian
people forty-seven years ago. Behind that wall, a small ruling minority has held the majority of
Iranians hostage, while today much of the world economy has become entangled with the
survival of that Constitution.

To untie this knot, make a five-minute speech. Look at the picture of our mentor, President
Reagan, and begin with these words:

“Mr. Ayatollah, tear down this Constitution.”
