Subject: The Question Now Before the Senators
March 25, 2026
Mr. President,

While | have placed responsibility on the media for failing to ask the most essential question
about Iran’s Constitution, | would be remiss if | did not also share my experience with elected
officials—particularly Senators.

For over twenty years, as a resident of lllinois, | supported and voted for a Democrat Senator
known as a constitutional scholar. | even received a written response from his office assuring me
that if the issue of Iran arose on the Senate floor, my ideas would be considered. That moment
never came.

This disappointment is what led me to reconsider my political alignment. After forty years, |
finally heard a Republican—Donald J. Trump—speak about Iran in a way that reflected a real
understanding of the country. As someone born in Iran and the author of numerous books on
the subject, | recognized that difference immediately.

During your first term, we were on the right path. Had the 2020 election not altered that
course, the internal movement in Iran—centered on “Change of Constitution and the
resignation of Ayatollah Khamenei” —might have reached its full potential. Beginning with the
June 2019 declaration by fourteen courageous individuals, followed by mass demonstrations,
and culminating in November with thousands killed (official figures reaching into the
thousands), this historic movement was largely ignored—by both the media and the Senate.

Had your leadership not returned, it is reasonable to believe the Iranian regime would by now
possess nuclear weapons, with consequences too grave to predict.

Two developments, however, changed that trajectory: the American people elected you once
again, and you were preserved through an attempt on your life.

This brings us to a necessary question:

Where are the Senators who consistently criticize your Iran policy, yet remain silent on the
fundamental issue—the Constitution of the Islamic Republic?

You have already asked the media: Have you read Iran’s Constitution?
The same question must now be directed to the Senate.

Our position is clear.



In the summer of 2024, Cyrus Force sent a formal letter to Senators of both parties, supported
by nationwide connections and signed by General Paul Vallely (Ret.) and other founders. That
letter identified eight explicit clauses within Iran’s Constitution that mandate hostility toward
the United States and its allies.

In September 2024, we expanded this effort by publishing The Road Map, which was presented
to key policymakers, including Senators Rubio and Cotton, and Congressman Michael Waltz.

Meanwhile, inside Iran, the movement has only grown stronger. In the summer of 2025, a
historic declaration signed by over 800 prominent figures—including Mir Hossein Mousavi, 160
university professors, and other national elites—called for the formation of a Constitutional
Assembly. Shortly after, leading women'’s rights figures such as Narges Mohammadi and Nasrin
Sotoudeh issued a parallel statement. In 2026, another 400 individuals joined this call.

This is not a fringe idea. It is a national demand.

Yet, many Democrats continue to focus solely on electoral calculations for November. They are
overlooking a strategic reality: opening the “Constitution Front” in the policy debate on Iran will
not only align the United States with the Iranian people, but will also reshape the political
landscape in favor of those willing to confront the root cause of the conflict.
