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Any American — whether an ordinary citizen or a policymaker — who has not read the
Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Iran yet comments on the behavior of the Iranian regime
is simply repeating the same mistaken narratives that have circulated for the past 46 years.

In the spring of 1979, Iranians were misled into voting “YES” to an “Islamic Republic” that
Khomeini described as free, democratic, and just — promising no clerical interference and
insisting he would retire to Qom to teach theology. By the summer of 1979, American journalists
had already documented widespread protests against the clerics’ new constitution. A photograph
of the Kurdish massacres ordered by Ayatollah Khalkhali even won the Pulitzer Prize. On
September 19, 1979, after the suspicious death of Ayatollah Taleghani, absolute power was
delivered to Khomeini through Article 5 — the infamous Velayat-e Faqih.

By 1980, the consequences of this constitution became impossible to ignore: censorship, forced
hijab, political repression, and authoritarian rule. Even an American reading with “eyes closed”
could see the immediate results:



— the embassy hostage crisis

— the lran—lraq War

— the bombing of the U.S. Marine barracks in Lebanon
— the creation and expansion of Hezbollah

And everywhere in the world where instability emerged, the hand of the Islamic Republic was
present. This was no secret — it was written openly into the Constitution of the Islamic Republic
of Iran: the duty of the state and its military is to support anyone fighting the so-called
“Mostakberin,” a term aimed directly at the United States and its allies. References to violent
struggle and global intervention appear eight times in that constitution.

The Reality Today

With the help of this constitution, the Ayatollahs and their oligarchs have stolen more than one
trillion dollars from Iran and transferred it to the West, where their families live as privileged
citizens — wealthy, protected, and loyal to the very regime that plunders Iran. All private and
national industries, agriculture, energy, and mines have been handed to the same corrupt
oligarchy. At the same time, decades of deliberate mismanagement have inflicted immense
environmental destruction: instead of directing nuclear expenditures toward building desperately
needed desalination plants in the South, the regime pursued unnecessary dam projects designed
to generate lucrative contracts, promoted unsuitable and water-intensive agricultural schemes,
and left the nation suffering from severe and worsening water shortages.

The One-Million-Dollar Question!

After 46 years of terrorizing the region and threatening the world, one question remains: What
can the United States do to rescue the people of Iran — and help bring peace to the Middle East?
Military strikes and long wars have only strengthened the regime. Decades of broad sanctions
have merely enriched the oligarchs, who easily evade restrictions and continue moving billions
abroad.

So, what remains? Only one path — and only the United States can take it. A Peaceful Roadmap!

Cyrus Force America and the Followers of Cyrus inside Iran have asked President Trump’s
administration to take two decisive steps:

e Begin a national narrative in the United States about the Constitution of the Islamic
Republic of Iran, and publicly examine the eight clauses that mandate hostility toward
America and its allies.

e Apply smart, targeted sanctions on the individuals — and their families — who have stolen
Iran’s national wealth and now live comfortably in the West.



These two steps require no war, no troops, and no financial burden on the American people. Yet
they can empower the Iranian nation and reshape the future of the Middle East.
