Subject: Return to the Real Battlefield

Mr. President,

From the bottom of my heart, | know you are a man of peace. It is in your nature not to drag
America into unnecessary wars, despite the immense pressures that surround you.

Before | once again emphasize my central recommendation—that the battlefield must be
shifted from military confrontation to the constitutional foundation of the Ayatollahs—I would
like to place on record the following message | wrote on June 12, 2025, just before the first
round of conflict began:

June 12, 2025
The Ayatollahs quietly pray for a military strike by the United States or Israel.

Why? Because, just as 45 years ago when Saddam Hussein’s invasion unintentionally helped the
regime consolidate power, a foreign attack today would once again provide them the perfect
excuse to crush all domestic dissent under the banner of “national defense.”

If such an attack occurs, the regime will use it to eliminate a large portion of the Payrovan-e
Kourosh—the Cyrus Force inside Iran—who are peacefully working for change. If that happens,
the Ayatollahs will tighten their grip on power for decades.

We may not see a free Iran in our lifetime.

At the same time, we must acknowledge the peace-oriented policy of Donald Trump, who—
despite enormous pressure—avoided dragging America into another war in the Middle East.
Unlike many politicians entangled in pro-war lobbies, he understood the long-term
consequences of military conflict for the American, Israeli, and Iranian people.

In contrast, Benjamin Netanyahu has once again demonstrated alignment with a system that
benefits from continued instability and conflict. Such a path does not serve the long-term
interests of the region’s people, nor does it reflect the reality that the Iranian population has
never been the enemy of Israel.

The true threat to the Ayatollahs is the awakened Iranian people—not America, and not Israel.

A military attack would be the greatest gift to a regime that survives on crisis, fear, and
perpetual conflict.



Mr. President,
What was true then remains true today.

Every escalation strengthens the regime internally while weakening the very forces that seek
peaceful change. The real battlefield is not in the skies over the Middle East—it is within the
legal and ideological framework of the Islamic Republic itself.

By exposing the contradictions within their own constitution, you can delegitimize the regime
without firing a single shot.

This path is not only more effective—it is aligned with your instinct for peace and your legacy.

History will remember that you chose to defeat a dangerous ideology not with bombs, but by
empowering a nation to reclaim its future.
