Cyrus Force was registered in Florida twelve years ago with one clear mission: to
bring constitutional change to Iran.

Military attacks and broad sanctions have only strengthened the regime, giving it
false legitimacy at home. For decades, both scholars and ordinary citizens in Iran
have demanded constitutional reform. Today, that demand is like a time bomb—
waiting only for the right trigger.

Although the 12-day war slowed progress, the Women, Life, Freedom movement
remains alive and powerful. It can erupt again if just two steps are taken in the
United States:

1- A five-minute speech by the President or a Senator, exposing the eight
articles in the Islamic Republic’s constitution that openly threaten America
and its allies.

2- Smart sanctions against the oligarchs who have looted Iran for 46 years,
hiding nearly one trillion dollars abroad and serving as the Ayatollahs’
financial lifeline.

If these two measures are taken, the Iranian people will rise and finish the job
themselves.

Our book and website clearly explain the next steps: so-called opposition groups
abroad will have no role or influence over what happens inside Iran, and no
foreign government—especially the United States—will not interfere in Iran’s
internal affairs.

With smart sanctions cutting off the regime’s resources, the Ayatollahs will have
no choice but to negotiate and compromise with the Iranian people, inside Iran,



leading to free elections for a constitutional assembly, known in Iran as the
Majles-e Mo’assesan.

Through this new constitution, the regime will be transformed peacefully, without
war or foreign intervention.
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
