**Subject: A Strategic Call for Unity and Purpose Among Iranian Americans**
**April 13, 2026**
**To Iranian Americans,**

At this decisive moment in history, we write to you not merely as an organization, but as part of
a broader movement—one that seeks to align the aspirations of the Iranian people with a
realistic and effective path toward change.

Cyrus Force is a registered organization in the state of Florida. It brings together Iranian
Americans and distinguished American figures, including senior retired U.S. military generals
and individuals with experience in government service. This unique composition allows Cyrus
Force to operate at the intersection of strategic policy, national security understanding, and the
lived aspirations of the Iranian people.

Inside Iran, our silent and disciplined partners operate under the name “Followers of Kourosh.”
Their mission is focused, practical, and rooted in national interest rather than ideology. They
pursue two fundamental objectives:

1. The formation of a **Constitutional Assembly in Iran**, through which the Iranian people can
determine their political future.

2. The **identification, sanctioning, and recovery of assets** stolen by corrupt elites who have
weakened the nation economically and institutionally.

These objectives are not slogans. They represent a strategic convergence between internal
demand and external advocacy—a bridge between Iran and the Iranian diaspora.

Cyrus Force is independent. It is not affiliated with any opposition organization outside Iran, nor
does it seek legitimacy from such associations. The history of fragmented opposition
movements has demonstrated that alignment without clarity leads to paralysis. Therefore,
Cyrus Force remains focused on its defined mission and does not engage in political disputes,
public criticism, or reactive discourse.

Our strategy in the United States is deliberate and long-term. We engage members of Congress,
policy advisors, media institutions, and the White House with one central objective: to
encourage a careful and serious reading of the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Iran.
Within that constitution exist multiple provisions that institutionalize confrontation with the
United States and its allies. These are not temporary policies; they are structural commitments
embedded in law.



As long as these constitutional foundations remain intact, negotiations—regardless of the
individuals involved—will face inherent limitations. Understanding this reality shifts the focus
from personalities to structure, from negotiation tactics to legal foundations.

If this understanding takes hold among U.S. policymakers, a powerful alignment can emerge:

The strategic concerns of the United States and the long-standing demands of the Iranian
people—expressed through decades of protests, sacrifices, and civil resistance—will begin to
converge.

It is important to recognize that the demands of Cyrus Force are not identical in every respect to
those voiced within Iran. However, there is one essential point of unity:

**The necessity of a Constitutional Assembly.**
This shared demand represents the most realistic and peaceful pathway to fundamental change.

We call upon Iranian Americans to recognize their unique position. You are not only members of
a diaspora—you are participants in a political environment that directly influences U.S. policy.
Your voice, when unified and clearly articulated, can shape the framework within which
decisions are made.

A fragmented voice is easily ignored.
A unified voice, grounded in a clear and actionable demand, becomes a force.
We therefore encourage Iranian Americans to:

* Advocate for the recognition of a Constitutional Assembly as the central solution for Iran’s
future

* Engage with elected representatives to promote a structural understanding of Iran’s
constitutional framework

* Support policies that target corruption and the recovery of Iran’s national wealth
* Move beyond divisions that have historically weakened collective influence

We also encourage a deeper understanding of the demands emerging from within Iran. Over
the past decades, various declarations and movements have consistently pointed toward
structural change. Among them are:

* The “Manifesto of 14,” representing a direct call for fundamental reform

* Collective statements supported by hundreds of activists, intellectuals, and academics,
including Mir-Hossein Mousavi

* Public positions taken by courageous individuals such as Nasrin Sotoudeh and Narges
Mohammadi

* More recent declarations signed by hundreds of citizens inside Iran

These are not isolated events. They form a continuous thread of demand for a redefinition of
governance through constitutional means.

The responsibility of Iranian Americans is not to replicate every internal demand, but to identify
and amplify the one demand that can unite all others:

**A Constitutional Assembly.**

If Iranian Americans present a unified position centered on this demand, it will have a profound
impact on U.S. policy. It can shift strategic thinking away from cycles of military tension in the
Persian Gulf and toward a framework that prioritizes legal and institutional transformation
within Iran.

Such a shift is not only desirable—it is necessary.

History has shown that lasting change is not imposed from outside, nor sustained through force
alone. It emerges when internal legitimacy and external understanding align.

This is the moment to create that alignment.
