Subject: Don’t Bomb a Country—Challenge a Constitution

Dear Mr. President,

If, in the course of conflict, an American pilot is captured on Iranian soil, | am confident of one
thing: the people of Lorestan—and across Iran—will treat him with dignity.

The bravery and professionalism of the United States military—the greatest fighting force in
history—should not obscure a critical truth: the people of Iran are not the regime your forces
may be confronting.

That reality alone should reshape American strategy.
Because it proves a fundamental point:

This is not a conflict between the American people and the Iranian people. It is a confrontation
with a system that does not represent its own nation.

Mr. President,

The Islamic Republic understands something very well: external military pressure unifies the
population behind it. Even those who oppose the regime will stand with their country when
they feel it is under attack.

This is the regime’s hidden shield.
Do not strengthen it.
Break it.

You do that not by escalating military confrontation—but by challenging the very foundation
that sustains it: the Constitution of the Islamic Republic.

You don’t need regime change.

You need constitutional change.

| respectfully propose three immediate actions:
First, redefine legitimacy.

Publicly declare that the United States cannot recognize the legitimacy of any constitution that
structurally mandates hostility toward other nations and denies its own people the right to
revise it freely.

Second, speak directly to the Iranian people.



Tell them clearly: America has no quarrel with them. Ask them one simple question:
If this Constitution truly represents you, why are you not allowed to change it?
Third, operationalize “smart sanctions.”

Shift pressure away from the general population and focus it on the regime’s constitutional and
ideological enforcement bodies—while offering a clear path: the formation of a Constitutional
Assembly to revise the system.

Mr. President,

This approach does not reward the regime.

It isolates it.

It does not weaken Iran.

It empowers Iranians.

Don’t bomb a country—challenge a constitution.
