Subject: The Day After War Will Define the Outcome
March 28, 2026
Mr. President,

If this war continues, the most important question is not how it is fought—but what comes the
day after.

Destroying Iran’s infrastructure will not end the regime. It will harden it. It will eliminate any
remaining space for internal change and guarantee that only the most extreme elements
survive. The result will not be a weakened Iran, but a more radical, more dangerous, and more
enduring one.

This is how an “Iran-Taliban” is born.

Once that reality takes shape, it will not be reversible. Military success will turn into strategic
failure, and the United States will face a far more complex and permanent threat at the center
of the Middle East.

For forty-seven years, U.S. policy has focused on pressure, personalities, and reactions. None of
these have changed Iran’s behavior, because the source of power is not the battlefield—it is the
structure that produces and protects that behavior.

Before events reach a point of no return, the battlefield itself must change.
