Subject: The Importance of a Constitutional Solution in U.S.-Iran Negotiations

Mr. President,

Congratulations on your historic efforts to resolve one of the most complex and enduring
challenges in American foreign policy: the relationship between the United States and Iran.

As you have often stated, many of your critics fail to understand the deeper roots of today's
problems. The current crisis did not emerge overnight. Its origins can be traced through decades
of policy failures and historical events stretching back to 1953 and 1979. After all these years,
your administration has an opportunity to address the problem at its source rather than merely
managing its consequences.

| recently heard you say, "If it fails..." | respectfully submit that under your leadership, America
should approach these negotiations with confidence. The same determination that inspired the
Make America Great Again movement can also guide a successful and lasting solution regarding
Iran.

Vice President J.D. Vance and Secretary of State Marco Rubio are playing critical roles in
advancing your foreign policy objectives. Their efforts, together with your leadership, provide a
unique opportunity to achieve a breakthrough that previous administrations could not
accomplish.

As the negotiations continue over the coming sixty days, | respectfully urge your administration
to consider one issue that is too often overlooked: the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of
Iran.

For many years, | have argued that the fundamental obstacle to a lasting peace between Iran
and the West is not the Iranian people but the constitutional structure that governs them.



Ignoring this reality has contributed significantly to the repeated crises that have brought us to
the present situation.

For this reason, | believe that discussion of a Constituent Assembly and constitutional reform
should be part of any long-term vision for peace and stability. If neither war nor the status quo
is acceptable, then a constitutional solution deserves serious consideration.

Americans should unite in supporting efforts that can bring peace, stability, and prosperity to
the region.

To help explain this perspective, | have compiled my research, publications, and letters from
recent years into a 250-page volume entitled *Mr. Ayatollah, Tear Down This Constitution*,
available through Amazon. The book includes the Cyrus Force Road Map, *Iran & The West*,
and a collection of letters advocating a constitutional approach to resolving the conflict.

| respectfully encourage policymakers, analysts, journalists, and critics alike to examine the
constitutional dimension of the Iranian issue before passing judgment on the prospects for a
lasting solution.
