**Subject: Solving the Iran Equation**
April 27, 2026
Mr. President,

In calculating the equation of the Day-After, most observers focus on the visible variables:
nuclear ambitions, ballistic missiles, proxy networks, Iran’s future in artificial intelligence, and
the petrodollar.

Yet all of these variables are governed by one enduring constant: Iran’s Constitution.

No equation can be solved when its central constant remains unchanged. For forty-seven years,
that constitutional constant has defined the Islamic Republic’s behavior—internally oppressive,
regionally aggressive, and fundamentally hostile to American interests.

Until that constant changes, the equation of Iran will remain unsolved.

The history of Iran’s Constitution can be summarized by a single revealing word used by
Khomeini: *khod'a*—deception. It was a religious instrument employed for political purposes.

From the fall of 1978 until the spring of 1979—a period many regard as the golden age of the
revolution—Khomeini presented himself as a secular, even pro-American, leader, as though the
Crown had merely been replaced by a turban.

But Khomeini’s true design was embedded in the constitution he imposed upon Iran in the
summer of 1979. It rested on three pillars: misery, poverty for the Iranian people, and perpetual
crisis—conditions that serve the interests of corrupt elites, arms dealers, and the military-

industrial complex.

Now, after forty-seven years—during which every major action of the regime can be traced
directly to its constitutional framework—we must ask: what will the next decade bring,
especially when the regime’s oligarchs and terrorist networks have accumulated trillions of
dollars in assets, both inside and outside Iran, and may soon harness the power of commercial
artificial intelligence?

Mr. President,
Changing Iran’s Constitution is the only lasting solution to the Iran equation.
