**Subject: Your Legacy and the Future of Iran**
May 1, 2026
Mr. President,

No matter from which angle Americans view the current conflict, one conclusion is inescapable:
today, Trump is the winner. But beyond victory lies a greater question—what will be Trump’s
legacy?

A legacy is not measured by the headlines of the day, but by what the people will say long after
a President leaves the White House.

Making America Great Again requires not just one term, but perhaps two—or even three. The
challenges confronting America and the world cannot be resolved overnight. The cancer
embedded in Iran’s Constitution will not disappear with a single election, nor will the Middle
East suddenly awaken to peace and prosperity the next morning.

For more than twenty years, | have written books, articles, and letters to Senators and the
American media about the anti-American and terror-promoting clauses embedded in Iran’s
Constitution. There is no need to repeat those arguments here. Anyone who has doubts need
only read that constitution and judge for himself.

Any fair-minded American who studies Iran’s Constitution will inevitably conclude: with such a
constitution, any agreement with the Islamic Republic is fundamentally unreliable.

Your decision to withdraw from the nuclear deal during your first term was the correct one. But
the larger task—the removal of the constitutional foundations of this regime—required a

second term.

A President who understands the significance of Artificial Intelligence, and who recognizes the
global network of financial, ideological, and operational assets that the Ayatollahs have built
over decades, would have acted exactly as you have acted. Yet the mission will not be complete
until Iran’s Constitution is changed.

It is important to remember that the demand for constitutional change comes not from the
Iranian diaspora alone, but from the Iranian people inside Iran. For forty-seven years, they have
resisted the constitutional structure of the Islamic Republic. In recent years, through public
declarations, manifestos, and courageous statements, Iranian intellectuals, political figures,
activists, and university professors have openly called for constitutional change, the resignation
of the Supreme Leader, and the formation of a Constitutional Assembly.

A formal American objection to the anti-American clauses of Iran’s Constitution would be
entirely lawful and would align U.S. policy with the aspirations of the Iranian people themselves.



Mr. President,

Any serious policy analyst would agree that if a Constitutional Assembly is formed in Iran, and if
Iran adopts a normal, democratic constitution, Iran will naturally become an ally of the United
States. At that moment, your mission will be accomplished, and your legacy will be secure.
