Subject: “The Iranian people are not our enemy; the regime is.”

Mr. President,

Your late father first traveled to Iran for business, and years later you also visited Iran yourself.
Because of that experience, you are among the very few American presidents who personally
saw Iran before 1979. You know something important: the Iranian people have not changed;
what changed forty-seven years ago was Iran’s constitution.

Half a century later, this reality was echoed by Secretary of State Marco Rubio when he said:
“The Iranian people are not our enemy; the regime is.”

As early as 1970, Ruhollah Khomeini wrote a book titled Islamic Government. It was printed
several times before 1979 in Qom and Najaf, the main centers of Shiite clerical authority. Yet
Iran’s intelligence service, SAVAK, prevented the book from circulating inside Iran.

Recently, head of SAVAK—now in his nineties and known today as a supporter of Reza Pahlavi—
publicly admitted:

“We ourselves made Khomeini.”

Historical reality shows that the same clerical establishment that had been empowered during
the Shah’s rule eventually replaced the crown with the turban in 1979.

To establish the rule of the Ayatollahs permanently, the constitution had to change. Thus, in the
fall of 1979, the constitution of the Islamic Republic was written and finalized.

Mr. President,

Today the world’s attention is focused on the military confrontation in the Persian Gulf and the
strategic waters of the Strait of Hormuz. Yet the real source of the conflict lies elsewhere.

It is like a magician waving a handkerchief and suddenly a pigeon appears. The pigeon was
always there, but the audience could not see it.

In the same way, the real source of the problem has always been in plain sight: the constitution
that created the regime.

If the problem was created by a constitution, the peaceful solution is to change that
constitution—not to confront the Iranian people.

The battlefield is not the Persian Gulf—the battlefield is Iran’s constitution.
